INSTRUCTIONS FOR REQUESTING A SUPPORT REVIEW

To request a support review, you must complete and return this Request form.  If your request for a review is denied, you will be notified by mail.  If your request is approved, the matter could be set for a scheduling conference.  You will receive notice of this conference by mail and each party will be advised of the information that the Friend of the Court needs to complete the review.  Be advised that if you request a review but fail to provide the information requested or otherwise appear for the scheduling conference, your review will be dismissed. If your case has current public assistance, even if simply Medicaid, your case will not be set for a scheduling conference, but each party will be sent the appropriate documents to be completed and returned to the Friend of the Court for the review.   Be advised if you request a review and there is current public assistance, but fail to provide the information requested, potential income will be used.  If you fail to provide all of the requested information, the outcome of the investigation may be affected.  The effective date of any modification of support initiated via this form is the date of the Scheduling Conference.  

 At the time of the scheduling conference, the support investigator will review the information provided by the parties and determine if further information is necessary to complete the review.  Also, at this conference, parties will be given the opportunity to enter a consent order to a preliminary determination of the support amount.  If the parties agree to a preliminary amount, an order will be prepared that adopts the Friend of the Court recommendation.  If the parties disagree, the Friend of the Court investigator will prepare a scheduling order or file a recommendation.  A Scheduling Order will advise the parties as to the date the Friend of the Court will mail them its final support recommendation and it will set forth other relevant dates and conditions to speed up the review process and to have a hearing, if necessary.  If a recommendation is filed, the parties will have an opportunity to file a timely objection with the Clerk of Circuit Court.

REQUEST FOR REVIEW OF CHILD SUPPORT

Pursuant to Public Law 93-647, as amended, under the Support Enforcement Program of Title 

IV-D of the Social Security Act, I request the assistance the Friend of the Court to investigate and determine whether the child support order now in existence should be modified.  If necessary, I request the use of the Parent Locator Services.  I understand that I am entitled to request only one support review every three years, but may petition the Court at any time for a support modification if there has been a change in circumstances.
