ITEMS FOR INFORMATION
The Committee physically viewed the Pines Behavioral Health east building and the parking lots.  Areas viewed in the west building included the client men and women’s bathrooms, carpeting, ceiling tiles, floors, staff bathrooms, lighting, and windows.  The east building was not viewed as it has been more recently renovated and the only issues are some ceiling tiles and windows.  The Committee briefly discussed the priorities based on the visit as:

1. Parking lot – Repaving the west, and resealing the east lots.

2. Ceiling tile replacement – some tiles are stained and cracked.

3. Floor tile replacement/repair – some areas in bathrooms.

4. Lighting – will improve energy efficiency.

5. Bathroom selected renovation – stool, sink replacement, repair torn wallpaper.

6. Carpeting – staff indicated that they wanted it replaced so it matched throughout.

7. Windows – staff indicated that there were no leaks or problems, but wanted replaced for energy efficiency.

Initial cost estimates for the projects are attached.  These estimates are for full renovation or replacement, which may not be necessary based on the final analysis of the review.  There was additional discussion about funding the projects identified and whether it was the county’s or PBH’s responsibility.  An interpretation of the contract will be conducted to determine this.  The Committee agreed to review the priorities listed above in the next House Committee meeting on July 14, 2011.
