911 Report

Commissioner Vrablic asked how District Court will access the program and Mr. Spalding said he believe they decided to access the program through JIS.  He said that the IT Director, Matt Fosdick, has been helpful in getting this set-up and working for District Court.  Commissioner Vrablic also asked how the State Police is switching and will have access.  Mr. Spalding said the State Officers already have access.

Emergency Management Report
Mr. Miner reported there were no significant events to report due to weather.  In September they will begin the “Do 1(one) Thing Campaign”.  This campaign will be geared toward schools, service clubs and organizations as a means to prepare communities for emergency situations.  Each month one thing will be focused on as an exercise for emergency management preparedness.  The information will be available as on on-line resource and at minimal cost to those participating.  Mr. Miner said this is to help your community be resilient and respond quicker to emergencies. 
LifeCare Report
The July 2011 stats are as follows: Priority 1 Responses 192, late responses 28 for 85.4% compliance.  Priority 3 responses totaled 136, Citizen Assistance Calls 1, Pre-Scheduled/ Interfacility 78 and Public Service/Event Coverage 5.  
Mr. Miner brought a piece of equipment that is new to the LifeCare units.  It is called a Life_Pak-Monitor/Defibrillator and is cardiac monitoring equipment with all of the bells and whistles with advanced information, technology, and features.  The data collection from this equipment ties into laptop and allows them the access to go back and replay data from the archive.  Each piece of equipment costs approximately $27,000.00.  The equipment is operated by battery and is inspected just like other medical devices.   

The Priority 1 calls were up in July and there is no real significance for why this happened as this is about 20 calls more than previous months.  The other six counties that LifeCare also services had increased numbers as well.

Sheriff Report
Sheriff Canon reported there were no incidents at the 4H Fair (held this past week).  The Posee wore their helmets.  He commended the Sheriff Reserves too for helping oversee the inmates who did clean-up duty of the amphitheater grounds.
The missing child program is asking for donations to keep the program going.  This is the first time donations have been sought.  Sheriff Canon said the Union is looking to help cover this cost and Sheriff recognized their support of the program.  

The female population at the jail remains a great concern and is not going away.  It has become a risk factor.  This has been spoken of several times and with the recent attempted suicide of a female inmate it becomes more urgent.  Sheriff complimented the staff and fellow inmates on their quick response and help to save the individual.

Animal Control Report (July 2011)
Sheriff Canon reported that the revenue is down in the Animal Control department due to census and the reduced dog population from Hillsdale County.
Marine Patrol

Sheriff Canon said there was a rough start to the beginning of the season but they now have four to five boats on the water.  Boater safety classes scheduled.  August 20, 2011, it the last class for the year.  

Commissioner Vrablic said a question was brought up at a township meeting about who has control over where the buoys are placed in the lakes.  Sheriff Canon said this is done through the DNR and if anyone wants to change or add, etc. locations of the buoys they must make an application to go through a permit process with the DNR.  Sheriff said other states have a different system that seems to work well.
Off-Road Vehicle and Golf Cart Use
Sheriff Canon said that Branch County is not in the group of counties who are allowed to use ORVs in the State.  It is unlawful for anyone in Branch County to use an Off-Road Vehicle or Golf Cart on all roadways that are not private.   Commissioner Vrablic said he can see a situation where an accident will occur due to the number of ORVs and Golf Carts that are on main roadways.  Sheriff said the recent accident with the Amish Buggy also is an issue because there is no identification or contact information and he feels there should be some kind of licensing or identification required. 
OTHER:  Commissioners were informed that there could be some meeting schedule changes once they are discussed with the P3 and House Committee Chairs.  These changes would affect all of the members of the SPS Committee, Commissioner Houtz and Commissioner Vrablic of the P3 Committee and Commissioner Hazelbaker of the House Committee.  Commissioner Houtz, P3 Chair noted that the change would work for his committee with confirmation from Commissioner Hubbard, House Chair, and Commissioner Fronczak of the House Committee.
