A brief summary of the current E-Citation Software test process was also distributed for the Committee to review.

Emergency Management Report
Mr. Miner reported there were three Commissioners who recently attended the Homeland Security Conference and he would appreciate any feedback or questions as a result of what sessions they attended or information they obtained.
They are finalizing the media release on the First Nationwide Emergency Alert Test that will be held on Wednesday, November 9 at 2:00 PM for approximately 3-1/2 minutes.  This test will affect all satellite and regular radio and TV.  The concern is the public will not be aware and will bombard 911 centers with calls.  In the event there is a true emergency situation, the test will be canceled.

They have a table-top exercise scheduled for Friday, December 9 at 9:00 AM.  Anyone who wishes to join is welcome to attend.

The Winter Awareness information will be sent out soon and they will also be sending out something specific for County Employees on winter preparedness and things to watch for.

LifeCare Report
The September 2011 stats are as follows: Priority 1 Responses 170, late responses 26 for 84.7% compliance.  Priority 3 responses totaled 136, Citizen Assistance Calls 1, Pre-Scheduled/ Interfacility 98 and Public Service/Event Coverage 27.  
Mr. Miner said they typically will see spikes during the next month due to flu outbreaks.  LifeCare has a new Operations Manager and Tim Miner will bring him to the November meeting to make introductions.  
Court Reports
No report.
Sheriff Report
Sheriff Canon said the Jail Count is holding at between 100-110 inmates.  The methamphetamine arrests are down and some of this is due to the cost factors for clean-up.  Commissioner Vrablic asked if he was aware of a Local Government Reimbursement Program where you can get $25,000 in reimbursement per medical incident and Meth clean-up would be included in this.  Sheriff Canon said that Deputy Foster has made applications through this reimbursement program in the past and present.  
They are looking at getting the deputies cleats to use for their shoes this winter to prevent Ice slippage and injuries.

The Courthouse Security position that is vacant has the possibility of being filled with part-time officers.  Sheriff Canon will be addressing the Personnel, Plans & Policy Committee with this request next month.  The interested parties are retired officers and would probably rotate weeks.  Sheriff Canon said these would be part-time positions and would provide a good rapport with the citizens.  Commissioner Houtz asked if this is a different classification and hourly rate.  Sheriff Canon said the standard hourly rate for part-time officers is $14 per hour.

Sheriff Canon updated the Committee on the current status with the State Police Post.  There will be no changes to the 3rd shift until possibly June or July 2012.  Branch County will continue to have their standard road patrol for this shift.  

Commissioner Fronczak arrived.

Animal Control
With the reduction of one employee from this department the Road deputies have had to take up some of the slack.  
Commissioner Hazelbaker asked with the recent exotic animals situation in Zanesville, Ohio does this County have a plan or registration for exotic animals.  Sheriff Canon said the Department of Agriculture supervises and controls this area in the State.

The Sheriff brought up a previous request for the Committee to create an outdoor area for horses at the Animal Control facility.  The cost would be approximately $2,500.00 and Sheriff Canon feels this is necessary.  He thinks they can get volunteers to help with the project.  

Marine Patrol

The Sheriff reported the Patrol had a good season and there were not too many complaints.  All of the boats are winterized with the exception of one they keep on hand for emergency situations.  They did receive the funding for the new boat motor.
Safety Committee Report

Administrator Norman reported the Safety Committee met and reviewed the quarterly worker’s compensation report.  They participated in a CMI Loss Prevention Webinar about workplace violence and injury prevention.
OTHER

Commissioner Swift asked if the Sheriff has looked into an ordinance for buggy usage.  Sheriff Canon said this was a good reminder and he needs to get with the bishops to discuss.  He is going to look into what LaGrange, Indiana does with regard to registering buggies.  
Commissioner Swift and Commissioner Olney talked with Representative Kurtz about a State ID for buggies and the State does not want any part of implementing a program like this.
