The Committee asked if they could get comparisons of the same month the previous year on the report.

Emergency Management Report
Mr. Miner reported the spring severe weather program will be rolled out in the near future.

There will be various training opportunities for the local Fire Departments, including:  Hazardous Materials Training, Ice Rescue Training and Confined Space Training.  They will also be conducting a training session on Incident Command. The Grant Release for 2010 will be released soon.  We expect $1.2 million but do not know where the priorities of the grant will be at this time.  

LifeCare Report
The January 2012 report includes: Priority 1 Responses – 197 / Late-30 (84.8%).  Priority 3 Responses-142, Citizen Assistance Calls-4, Pre-Scheduled/Interfacility-69, and Public Service/Event Coverage-4.
The Committee asked if they could get a breakdown on the percentage of late calls.  Mr. Miner explained how they do this under fractile reporting.

Court Reports  No reports.
Sheriff Report
Sheriff Canon met with the Amish elder in the Southeast corner of the County regarding licensing for the buggies.  This group of Amish was not as enthused as the others Sheriff Canon has talked with.  However, he did explain this is for public safety issues.  They will review the concerns and get back with them in the near future.
The Meth situation is increasing again.  They were called out to a case the other evening and there was overtime involved.  Four officers were involved with this one case and this left one officer for the entire County from Midnight to 5:30 AM.  We do not have the personnel keep coverage.  Jeremy Miller of the State Police post is attending the Township meetings and explaining the coverage situation.  Sheriff Canon indicated the concern and danger to our community with the early release programs at the State prison.  There are seven Parolees in jail at this time the State Prison will not be taking back.

They will be ordering a trailer for Meth clean-up next week.  Emergency Management does not have funding available for Meth clean-up but they have been able to offer some support for equipment that is used for clean-up.

Revenue for through the end of 2011 looks good for Animal Control.  The help Animal Control has with clerical staff three days a week is beneficial.  Even though the one position was eliminated from Animal Control, they have not had complaints from the general public.  Sheriff said they are looking at different options for conducting the dog census this year.  The Animal Control facility is not taking in as many dogs from Hillsdale due to fewer hours of coverage.

Sheriff Canon said he held a staff meeting yesterday.  He stressed the importance of paying attention to what is going on around them during routine traffic stops.  Safety is the #1 priority.
The Committee asked how many Reserves are with the Department.  Sheriff Canon said 23.  Some are more active than others.

Safety Committee Report  
The Safety Committee will begin to meet quarterly this year as opposed to bi-monthly.  They suggest we look at issuing different ID cards as opposed to badges that will be new and improved.  They anticipate issuance of these within the next three months.
The notification has been distributed that there will be no cell phones or electronic devices on the second floor (courts).

OTHER

Administrator Norman advised the Committee that the Michigan State Police will attend the April 19th Committee Meeting.  The Legislative committee authorized a Resolution to oppose the release of violent offenders and this will be presented to the full Board at their next meeting.
